South Korean investment in the United States increased from $3 billion in
2001 to more than $24 billion in 2012. US investment in South Korea has
increased from $10 billion in 2001 to $35 billion in 2012. This investment sup-
ports more than 32,000 US jobs, such as at South Korean auto manufacturing
plants in the US. Hyundai’s plant in Montgomery, Alabama, and Kia’s plant in
West Point, Georgia, have created about 8,000 jobs.

Other leading Korean investors in the US include Samsung, Hyundai, Kia,
Doosan Heavy Industry, SK Corporation and LG Chem. Leading US investors
in Korea include 3M, GM, Chevron, IBM and Citigroup.

The 1953 Mutual Defense Treaty remains the cornerstone of the two countries’
security relationship, which has guaranteed peace and stability on the Korean
Peninsula for over sixty years. The United States currently maintains about
28,500 military personnel in the Republic of Korea (ROK). The Combined
Forces Command, established in 1978, remains the centerpiece of the ROK-US
Alliance.

Six Korean presidents have addressed joint sessions of the US Congress. This
is the highest number by leaders of any Asian nation, and is only topped by ad-
dresses by Presidents of Mexico and Prime Ministers of the United Kingdom.

US-South Korea relations have global importance. Together, the two countries
fund nearly 30% of the total budget for United Nations Peacekeeping Opera-
tions. The two countries are both members of the Group of Twenty (G20)
and the Nuclear Security Summit (NSS), which was initiated by US President
Barack Obama in 2010. Seoul successfully hosted the G20 in 2010 and NSS
meeting in 2012. South Korea was also the first country to transition from
being a recipient of development assistance (ODA) to being a member of the
OECD’s Development Assistance Committee.

Korea contributes both funds and personnel to peacekeeping and development
assistance in Iraq and Afghanistan. Both the US and South Korea seek peaceful
reunification of the Korean Peninsula. The vast majority of South Koreans feel
that the ROK-US alliance will remain important into the future.
