Senator in 2006. Menendez succeeded John Kerry, currently U.S. Secretary of State, as 

Chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee earlier this year. He also serves on the 

Senate Finance Committee and the Banking, Housing and Urban Affairs Committee. In the 

Banking Committee, he serves as Chairman of the Subcommittee on Housing, Transportation
